ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 9 TITLED “RECREATIONAL FACILITIES”

WHEREAS, the Borough seeks to amend Chapter 9 of its Ordinances to clarify its
provisions regarding dogs in municipal parks and to make technical edits.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of Spring Lake
Heights, in the County of Monmouth and the State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1.  Section 9-1 of the Revised General Ordinances of the Borough of Spring Lake
Heights, titled “Parks and Community Center,” is hereby amended as follows:

9-1 Parks and Community Centey

9-1.1 Applicability

The areas covered in this section are the Cornelius V. Kelly Community Center 902 Ocean
Road and surrounding play area and parking lot, Joseph E. Robertson Park and Little League
complex 1100 Allaire Road, OseanRoad Bicentennial Park -- 1103 Ocean Road, Veterans Tribute
Park — 1200 Allaire Road and any other areas designated as Borough parkland.

9-1.2 Closing Times; Cornelius V. Kelly Community Center Fee

a. The Community Center will be closed to all persons from 11:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. All
parks will be closed from 9:00 p.m. to 8:00 a.m. except for those activities which are
Borough sanctioned.

b. A deposit of $200 for residents and $300 for nonresidents is required to reserve the facility
and is held against any violations of the Rules and Regulations and Fire Code Regulations
and/or damages to the facility. Upon a favorable inspection after the rental, this fee will
be returned.

c.  The fee for the rental of the Cornelius V. Kelly Community Center shall be $200 for
residents of Spring Lake Heights and $300 for non-tesidents plus proof of insurance with
a minimum liability coverage in the amount of $300,000 per occurrence.

9-1.5 Dogs

To the extent not prohibited by this Ordinance, a person walking a dog within a municipal
patk or property owned by the Borgugh of Spring Lake Heights is subject to the conduct
requirements in Ordinance 5-2.

The walking of dogs is prohibited at Veterans Tribute Park and the Corneluis V. Kelly
Community Center.

The prohibitions in this section shall not apply to the walking of service dog or emotional

support animal required by and accompanying its owner consistent with the conduct requirements
in Ordinance 5-2.

SECTION 2. Severability.

The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable. In the event that any portion of this
Ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such
judgment shall be limited in its effect only to the portion of the Ordinance actually adjudged invalid
and shall not be deemed to affect the operation of any other portion thereof, which shall remain in
full force and effect.

SECTION 3. Repealer.

All ordinances and resolutions, and parts of ordinances and resolutions which are
inconsistent with provisions of this ordinance shall be, and are hereby, repealed to the extent of
any such inconsistency.

SECTION 4. Effective Date.

This ordinance shall take effect upon final adoption and publication in accordance with law.
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
