Anthony Garbini 553 Prospect Avenue, inquired if there is a written vision statement for the
borough. He asked the council what their vision for the Borough’s future is. He expressed grave
concern regarding short-term rentals and Airbnb’s in the Borough, especially the 500 block of
Prospect Avenue. He described the experiences the neighborhood has had with the transient
guests and how their quality of life has diminished because of them. He asked the council to help
and to create stronger rules for Airbnb’s in town. Mayor Campion addressed Mr, Garbini’s
concerns. He stated the council’s vision is always to keep Spring Lake Heights a family town,
especially a multi-generation town. Mr. Campion continued to explain how the council had
previously started regulations on short-term rentals, and it fell off the radar; however, he will be
picking it back up and hopes to have an ordinance in the near future.

Joe Schmidt 559 Prospect Avenue, thanked the council for listening to Mr. Garbini’s concerns.
He echoed the sentiment and expressed his concerns about short-term rentals and the quality of
life especially in their neighborhood. Mayor Campion stated he sees zero benefit to the Borough
from short-term rentals and does not necessarily want to see them.

Kerry Murray 710 Shore Road, wanted to follow up regarding the kayak launch on Shore Road
and the concerns raised. Mr. Barrett explained that a meeting was held with the Borough
Engineer Mr, May, project engineer Mr. Stewart and interested residents, He detailed the
questions addressed during the meeting including moving of the Kayak location. There was
discussion on the required ramp if moved to original location due to wetlands. Mr. Stewart
presented a rendering of the elevated ramp that would be required if moved due to wetlands. Mr.
Barrett also addressed the letters that residents prepared were directed to Department of
Environmental Protection not the council. Ms, Murray expressed discontentment with how the
projeci was handled and the communicaiion with the residents.

Mayor Campion asked that a presentation be done again at the next council meeting,

Ms. Murray questioned how the dock was purchased. Mr, Barrett explained that the dock was
acquired through State Contract and was not required to go out to be bid. Ms. Murray further
expressed her feelings against the Dunkin’ Donuts’ drive-through and stated the south side of
town is becoming more commercialized, Mayor Campion genuinely did not believe that the dock
would attract a large crowd and unwanted attention.

Tony Thorton, 572 Ocean Road, wanted to readdress the Airbnb’s situation as well as litter. He
stated that 7-11 on Ocean Road, especially after a weekend, is a mess. Mayor Campion asked for
code enforcement to address Mr. Thornton’s claims.

Corneltus Durkin, 905 Woodcrest Drive, along with his partner, John Sullivan, wanted to address
700 Highway 71 and the zoning change that they feel adversely affects their business. Mr.
Sullivan inquired if the zoning change was an unintended consequence for their property. Mayor
Campion wanted to set up a meeting to address and did not believe this was intentional. Mayor
Campion reiterated that he wants to have Highway 71 as a main street and not a highway.

Karen Burke 606 Shore Road, questioned if the presentation on the dock at the next meeting
would allow for discussion. Mayor Campion said there would be discussion with the
presentation,

Anthony Garbini 553 Prospect Avenue, wanted to express his gratitude and appreciation for the
Department of Public Works. He stated that they make a difference in town for everything they



do and how they make it a wonderful place to live. Mayor Campion echoed the appreciation and
hard work.
